The Future of RSA involvement in Design in Scotland

The RSA has a proud history of work in the design field but should we be doing more in Scotland to support innovative and enterprising design through a range of activities which involve not just Art Colleges, but those in the community practicing design, whether or not they are trained designers?  This group will review current needs and the range of organizations supporting design in Scotland and identify if and how the RSA can add value.

The Future of RSA involvement in Building Communities and Citizen Engagement in Scotland

At a time when the low level of voting in elections provides evidence of disengagement of citizens from the political process we need to consider how to build healthy communities through the engagement of citizens.  The RSA’s project on Pro-Social Behaviour is one possible approach for us to consider in Scotland, and we need to consider what the RSA can do to encourage citizens to become more engaged in their communities - whether based on a local, national or special interest field.

The Future of RSA involvement in Business Growth in Scotland

How can the expertise of the RSA help foster a more enterprising culture in Scotland which can underpin the formation and growth of companies and support innovation through to delivery within Scotland?  The wide range of experience in the Fellowship should help in making connections across sectors - for example between business and education; but what is the special value that the RSA can add in supporting business growth?

The Future of RSA involvement in Inspiring Scotland (Pilot Project)

Review of a pilot project to allow Fellows to engage with local communities in order to help them define their vision and influence the future public policy agenda in Scotland. The pilot project has involved students from a school and a college of art and is focusing on helping young people consider and find innovative ways to describe their vision of a future Scotland.
